10:55 Service begins on Havengore
11:00 Big Ben Strikes, TWO MINUTES SILENCE IS OBSERVED

11:02 Havengore will sound her horn to signify end of two minutes silence
11:03 The remembrance service will continue for about 20 minutes, ending with Havengore pulling out into mid stream

and the dropping of a wreath of poppies into the water.
11:22 Approx - The commemoration service concludes, boats disperse.
